Program Requirements Prior to Externships 
 BCI and FBI criminal background checks are required 6 to 8 weeks before taking the Externship courses. 

Previous conviction of a felony may prevent an applicant from being eligible for the 
certification exam given by the American Association of Medical Assistants. “Individuals who have been 
found guilty of a felony or pleaded guilty to a felony are not eligible to take the Certified Medical Assis- 
tants Exam. However, the certifying board may grant a waiver based upon mitigating circumstances.”
