4) Please clean up after yourself: wipe off tables and desktops and any spills or messes you happen
to make. You can notify the campus police of any large messes that need cleaned up so they can
notify facilities.

5) Trash and recycling containers are provided; please use them accordingly.

6) Computers are first and foremost to be used for academic work. If no one needs a computer for
academic reasons, then you may use them for non-academic or other appropriate social
networking.

7) Brief naps are permitted during college business hours.

8) A microwave is available for your use; no toasters or other appliances should be brought in.

9) Please keep track of your belongings. You are responsible for your own valuables, coats and
books.

10) The veteran lounge registration must be renewed every academic year.
11) The lounge hours will follow normal college hours.
